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Boston, MA: Boston Sculptors Gallery is pleased to present Conversations in My Sleep, new works by Sarah Hutt.

A fragment of a conversation. A mother-daughter relationship. A sense of identity. A vivid memory. Brief fragments of dreams can offer powerful clues about who we are, where we are, and what brought us here. Conversations in My Sleep is a collection of sculptures that explore the transformation of dreams into stories told through objects. Working with text, wax, clay, paper, wood and metal, Hutt investigates the nagging thoughts and ideas that blossom in dream time.

Artist Sarah Hutt has been writing down her dreams since she was a teenager. Sometimes humorous – “a man dancing on a paper bag” – sometimes heartbreaking – “My dad is sitting in the kitchen with our big white cat Bo on his lap. Both dad and the cat have been dead for over six months. Seeing them now, I wonder if I was mistaken” – these intimate stories reflect universal emotions, captured at a moment of reflection. 
“When a source dream is shared with a friend, it becomes a story and then an event that is often recalled as a reassuring memory,” Hutt says. “I began looking at the notes I’d taken on the dreams I’d had over the past couple of years to see what I had been telling myself. I like the idea of making up stories to fill space, and then finding a physical expression for the story.”

The interpretation of dreams has fascinated people for thousands of years. Rather than create an elaborate explanation, Hutt’s sculpture validates each emotional moment, and suggests that a collection of the visual expressions can serve as signposts marking the path we’re following.

Conversations in My Sleep emerges from Hutt’s previous sculptural work, including My Mother’s Legacy, a 1,000 word poem burned on 1,000 wooden bowls, and Daily Diary, a series of clay figures formed around found objects that reflected the mood and tone of each working day. 

Hutt has been represented in numerous solo shows and over 40 group exhibitions throughout the country, including Boulder Museum of Art, Colorado; Michigan State University, Lansing; New Mexico State University; and Duxbury Art Museum, MA. Her work is included in numerous private and public collections, including the Museum of Fine Arts, Boston; the Fogg Art Museum, Harvard University, Cambridge; Fidelity Investments, Boston; the DeCordova Museum, Lincoln, MA; SUNY-Potsdam, New York; the Federal Reserve Collection, Boston; and the McMullen Museum at Boston College.

Hutt also maintains a consulting business, working with developers, designers, architects and artists to integrate public art, temporary and permanent, into the landscape.

Hutt’s work will be shown concurrently with work by Larry Pollans.
